Health Insurance EU-Citizens: Students have to ask their home insurance company 

to issue a European Health Insurance Card (EHIC) for them, so 

that in case they fall ill they will be able to consult a doctor. The 

students are not required to provide a health insurance certificate 

to the University of Cologne.  

Non-EU-Citizens: Students are required to have a health 

insurance certificate in order to issue their residence permit. We 

advise students who already have a health care insurance to ask 

them whether their insurance sufficiently covers their stay abroad 

or not.
