History of Medieval and Modern Law
The course examines the sources of law in Middle and Modern Ages, in the widest area of political and institutional european history. The course follows the gradual formation, ripening and decline of the medieval law experience, progressively replaced by the modern one, well-grounded on the different values of an alternative law society. The course aims at providing the necessary instruments to understand the essential historical law perspective, through the comparison between techniques of medieval and modern disciplines, so deeply different from roman and contemporary values and principles.
