D. Additional requirements 
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CH LUGANO02: 

 
In order to study in Switzerland, Student must have: 

• Health and accident insurance coverage 

• Personal and professional liability insurance coverage 

 

1) Specifically for students willing to do their practical training: 

• Experiential requirements: minimum of 300 hours of practical training, in the professional field 

• Documentation requirements: 

– immunizations and health certificates 

– criminal record certificate (this document is required only for some specific field (E.g. in mental health

3) WELCOME ORIENTATION MEETING 
 

All incoming students have to attend the Welcome Orientation Meeting, that is held few weeks before the 

beginning of lectures/traineeships.

Marks awarded at SUPSI are on a scale from 4 to 6 (6 being the highest vote, and 4 the lowest). If the 

mark is not over 4 then the exam performance is considered unsatisfactory: it can be FX or F. 

6 (=A) is excellent; 5.5 (=B) is very good; 5 (=C) is good; 4.5 (=D) is satisfactory; 4 (=E) is sufficient. 

FX = is narrow fail 

F = is absolutely not sufficient 

A certain number of credits are awarded for each examination. One ECTS credit corresponds to 30 working 

hours, taking account of all types of activity required (lessons, seminars, individual or group study, etc.).
