Level of applicants 
The majority of Erasmus exchange agreements with UK LEEDS01 are at undergraduate level and therefore it is rare students 
are allowed to take modules taught at PG level. It is at the discretion of the teaching department at the University of Leeds to 
allow Erasmus students a place on a postgraduate module. 

 

Accommodation 
The application for accommodation is separate to the application for study and has a separate deadline. Accommodation is 
guaranteed to incoming students who have been accepted by the University of Leeds provided that they apply for 
accommodation by the Accommodation Office deadline of 1st July (September arrival) or 1st December (January arrival).

La sede di Leeds è sicuramente una sede prestigiosa, che nei ranking nazionali inglesi segue subito dopo 

Cambridge e Oxford. E’ pertanto molto ambita dagli studenti che giungono dall’estero e, per questo motivo, pone 

delle condizioni ‘restrittive’ (vedi School of English) e non rilascia certificazioni linguistiche di competenza 

nella lingua inglese simmetriche alle nostre (es. ALTE). 

Due dati vanno tenuti presenti dagli studenti che intendono fare domanda per questa sede: 

1) Il contratto bilaterale tra le due sedi ( Verona/Leeds) è destinato agli studenti dei corsi triennali 

(UNDERGRADUATE) e ai DOTTORANDI. Per i primi prevede che la borsa sia di 9 mesi, NON 

decurtabili né prima di partire né durante la permanenza a Leeds (se non per seri e comprovati motivi). 

Le nove mensilità permettono un’esperienza di studio e di contatto con l’Inghilterra senz’altro più 

piena e più ricca e non sono frequentemente concesse dalle sedi britanniche. 

2) ATTENZIONE: Il livello soglia, certificato, di competenza nella lingua inglese richiesto per essere 

ammessi è il C1 

3) Gli studenti con la borsa Erasmus hanno accesso a tutti gli insegnamenti (modules) contrassegnati con 

la sigla ISA (Incoming Study Abroad). La lista è molto ricca ed è consultabile sul sito 

all’indirizzo indicato nella scheda partner (vedi sopra). La lista è aggiornata di anno in anno tra 

aprile e maggio. 

I modules, in genere si dividono in a) CORE modules, che noi consigliamo in quanto hanno carattere più 

strutturale, affrontano temi, autori e periodi di ampio respiro e, in genere, offrono maggiore disponibilità 

numerica e b) OPTION modules, più specialistici, che possono variare di anno in anno, e che offrono 

minori posti disponibili . 

Non sono presenti modules di Lingua Inglese, di difficoltà graduata, pari ai nostri. Vi sono però modules di 

Linguistics isa (es. “Phonetics”). 

Diverso è il caso per l’insegnamento di tutte le altre lingue, che è corrispondente a quello impartito nella  

nostra sede e che è notoriamente molto buono. 

4) La “School of English” (il dipartimento di Anglistica), che impartisce corsi di Letteratura e di 

Linguistica (non di Lingua) Inglese richiede uno standard già buono di inglese parlato e scritto. Per 

accedere ai corsi dei livelli 2 e 3 si auspicano studenti Erasmus in possesso del livello C1 e che, 

comunque, abbiano superato due esami di lingua e letteratura inglese con una votazione medio-alta. In 

caso contrario rimangono aperti solo i corsi del livelli 1 (comunque di buon livello). 

Tra gli altri subjects cui poter attingere, si vedano, oltre a English, anche le voci: French, German, 

Spanish, Portuguese &Latin American, Russian & Slavonic Studies, Linguistics & Phonetics, 

Education, Business, Law, History, Thatre Studies (solo option modules), Fine Art/History of Art 

and Cultural Studies. E altri ancora. 

E’ possible, quindi,  iscriversi a moduli anche di altre ‘Schools’, dipartimenti (ad esempio di economia):
